Potential Discussion Questions

• How does geography seem to influence political ideas? 

• Why is it important to study the candidates and issues before an election? 

• Is voting the only way you can make a difference? What else can you do to make a 

difference? 

• Now that we have elected a new President, what changes do you predict might 

happen? 

• What are some things the new president can do to make people feel good about our 

country and each other?
